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Project History
In January 2017, the San Jacinto River Authority (SJRA) Recieved a Notice 
of Violation from the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) 
for insufficient elevated water storage. While a temporary variance was 
granted, expanding storage is essential to support system growth. Elevated 
Storage Tank 6, a 1-million-gallon composite tank, is planned for The 
Woodlands’ upper pressure plane to stabilize pressure, reduce booster 
pump reliance, and provide emergency reserves. 

Description
The future Elevated Storage Tank 6, a 1-million-gallon composite tank, 
will enhance system pressure and reliability, connecting to an existing 
16-inch water line. The tank will be built on SJRA-owned land near 
Research Forest Drive, ensuring capacity for future growth.
